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CHRIST AT WORK AMONG THE NATIONS

Across our World Outreach community, we are witnessing a remarkable truth: God is moving
with compassion, power, and purpose in every corner of the world. Whether in a bustling city,
a rural village, a prison cell, or a classroom, the stories emerging from our global family reveal
a God who draws near, transforms lives, and calls his people deeper into his mission.

This issue of Nations Magazine highlights the breadth of that work, from moments of healing
to steps of obedience, from the legacy of seasoned leaders to the equipping of new
missionaries preparing to serve the unreached.

In Thailand, God’s love is transforming lives in both gentle and dramatic ways. A simple
Holiday English Camp became a profound encounter with the Father’s heart, as children who
came for games and language learning found themselves deeply moved by his presence.

Not far away, a grandmother experienced her own journey from fear to freedom. Tormented
nightly by a haunting spiritual darkness, she had long relied on rituals that brought only
temporary relief. Everything changed when she accepted an invitation to a small church,
where she encountered a peace she had never known.

Across the region, in the urban slums, Pete’s story reminds us that no life lies beyond God’s
reach. Once a lonely child caught in cycles of violence, poverty, and injustice, he encountered
Jesus in a juvenile detention centre through the joyful witness of a visiting team. Today, he
serves the very community where he once wandered without purpose, helping vulnerable
children discover the same transforming hope that changed his life.

This issue also honours leaders who have run the race well. The life and legacy of Dr David
Khoza offer a powerful reminder of the impact of a humble, Christ-centred life. His devotion,
integrity, and passion for raising leaders continues to shape Southern Africa and the wider
World Outreach family. His story urges us to invest in others, to finish well, and to keep Jesus
at the centre of all we do.

Looking ahead, we celebrate the Nations Course, preparing new missionaries to serve among
unreached peoples through rigorous, cross-cultural training. And next June, the World
Outreach Global Summit in Bangkok will gather us under the theme Consecrate, calling us to
renewed devotion and unity as we prepare for what God will do next.

seemed to point in one f planned or
built into our curriculum, yet God kept bringing it to the surface. There was a tangible softness
in the atmosphere, as though he were preparing the hearts of the children long before we
realised what he was doing. As the camp drew to a close, each child received a personal “love
letter” written from the perspective of Father God. These letters spoke of belonging, care, and
his delight in them.

The following morning, we revisited Jesus’ parable of the Prodigal Son, this time with fresh
eyes. Our focus shifted to the father in the story: watching, waiting, longing for his son to
return home. As we shared, something beautiful happened. Quietness settled over the room.
Several children began to wipe away tears. The message of unconditional love, not earned, not
demanded, simply offered, touched them deeply. When we invited anyone who wanted to
“come home” to the Father's embrace to step forward, we were stunned. More than half the

_children rose from their seats and came forward with sincerity and courage. We prayed with
-them as they repented, invited Jesus into their hearts, and received his forgiveness and love. It
was a holy-mement, joyful, tender, unforgettable. None of us had orchestrated this. It was
simply the Father drawing his children to himself.

Among them was a 14-year-old girfl whose story had weighed heavily on our hearts.
Abandoned by her parents and later mlstreated by relatives, she had built strong walls around
herself. Since arriving in our city, she had resisted anything to do with God, not with anger,
but with a deep, guarded pain. Whenever we spoke of God’s love, she would turn away or
shut down completely. But on this day,;something shifted. As we prayed for her, tears began
to run down her cheeks. Her shoulders shook as years of hurt and isolation began to thaw.
Afterwards, she told us through trembling words that she had felt something she had never
known before: a warm, gentle embrace, as though someone were holding her close. She is
now open, cautiously, but genuinely, to the love of God. What started as an English camp
became a divine appointment. We planned lessons and games, but God planned a
homecoming. And one by one, his precious children came running into his arms.

For many years, *Kinn’s grandmother carried a weight no person should have to bear. Living in
Eastern Thailand, nearly 600 kilometres away from her family, she was well-acquainted with
the spiritual traditions of her community. Like many in her region, she followed the local belief
system, relying on offerings, chants, and mantras to navigate the unseen world. But none of it
relieved the nights of deep fear that tormented her. She began to hear a voice calling her
name, persistent, invasive, and frightening. Night after night, it returned. At first, she did what
she had always been taught to do. She offered what she could. She recited the mantras she
knew by heart. And for a short time, it seemed to work. The voice would fall silent for a few
days. Then, without warning, it would return stronger, darker, and more unsettling than
before. Her family grew increasingly concerned. They had watched her try everything within
her spiritual tradition, yet nothing brought lasting relief. In desperation, she finally visited a
local church that Kinn had suggested she go to many times before. It was not a place she had
ever imagined entering, and she carried with her more questions than expectations. But she
agreed to go. It was there that she encountered something entirely new: Peace.

There were no chants. No offerings. No complex rituals. Only a gentle, steady love that met
her with a warmth she could not explain. As she listened to the believers pray, tears filled her
eyes. For the first time in years, perhaps even in her lifetime, her heart felt calm. The torment
ceased. The nighttime fear lost its power. And she found the peace she had longed for in the
love of Jesus. From that moment, everything began to change. Since then, she has travelled
often to stay with Kinn and has been attending church regularly. Each church visit draws her
deeper into the life and joy of the Christian community. Her eyes shine more brightly. Her
steps are lighter. The peace she received has grown roots. This past October, she made a
decision that left everyone rejoicing; she asked to be baptised.

The baptism took place at our home in a simple, sacred moment surrounded by those who
had walked with her in prayer, and Kinn at her side. Afterward, we shared a festive meal
together, celebrating not only her new life in Christ but the grace of God that had brought her

safely to this point. At the end of the afternoon, she approached me with a wide smile and g

wrapped me in a warm embrace. “God will bless you,” she said. In Thai, people often use the?\'
word for “blessing” as a casual well-wish, much like saying “good luck.” But this time was
different. Her voice carried conviction. She was not offering a blessing of her own;ishe was
joyfully declaring that God himself blesses his people. Her faith is growing beautifully, and
every day we witness another glimpse of the transforming work of Christ in her life. Praise
God for his gentle, mighty power to bring peace where there was once fear!

“Jesus chose me out of disappointment and failure, and rebuilE me for his work.”

Those are the words of Pete*, a young man whose early life was marked by hardship,
loneliness, and a deep longing for belonging. His journey is a powerful reminder that Jesus
steps into even the most difficult stories and brings transformation that reaches far beyond
one life. Pete grew up in a low-income family of street vendors, where every day revolved
around survival. His family earned what they could by selling food in the market, and from an
early age, he had to fend for himself. While other children were still learning how, to tie their

shoelaces, seE;ld Pete was getting himself up, ready, and off to school with no one to

ide him. Li ommunity was full of risks and temptations. Drug dealing, alcoholism,

That moment of grace marked the beginning of a new story. Today, at twenty-eight, Pete is
married and serves full-time in children’s ministry right in the same slum community where he
grew up. Together with his wife, he is building s%'once thought impossible: Hope.
They help children discover faith, joy, purpose, and the belief that their lives matter.

In a region of South Asia where political and spiritual pressures against Christians continue to
grow, God is opening remarkable doors for the gospel. One faithful couple, quietly serving
week by week, regularly visits a local prison to encourage the inmates. They come with
snacks, friendly smiles, and open hearts as they share the hope of Jesus with those who are
often forgotten.

Despite increasing restrictions, the local policemen who guard the prison continue to
welcome them in. On one recent visit, the couple brought thirty-five snacks, unaware that
more than seventy prisoners were waiting for them. As they apologised for not having
enough, the policeman on duty surprised them by firmly telling them, “You must come every
week. The prisoners eagerly await praying and worshiping with you on Sundays. Make sure
you have enough snacks for everyone.”

Deeply moved by his encouragement, the couple quickly purchased more treats so each
inmate would feel seen and valued. When they began sharing the gospel, the same policeman
stepped-inside, listened intently, and, at the end, applauded their message. Later, he said
simply, “Your Christianity is very good.”

In a place marked by hardship, these quiet moments of kindness are softening hearts.
Prisoners are finding hope, guards are witnessing Christ’s love, and the gospel is advancing in
ways only God could orchestrate.

Praise God for hungry hearts and for the testimony of love that proclaims Christ in both word
and deed, even amidst opposition. May this ministry continue to shine Christ’s light in the
darkest of places.

PRAYER POINT

Pray for God’s favour over this prison ministry in South Asia. Ask the Lord to continue
softening hearts, both among the inmates and the guards, and to protect this couple as they
minister under increasing pressure. Pray that many prisoners will encounter the transforming
love of Jesus, that the guards will remain open to the gospel, and that this simple witness of
kindness will bear lasting spiritual fruit. May God multiply every act of love and provide all the
resources needed for continued weekly visits.

DR DAVID KHOZA

When we look at the history of Christian missions in Southern Africa, the legacy of Dr. David
Khoza stands as a magnificent testament to a life well-lived. His very existence was defined by
unwavering faith, profound devotion, and tireless labour. He was, at his core, a faithful servant
of God and a dedicated family man, modelling obedience to the Great Commission and an
abiding love for all people.

His journey with World Outreach
officially began in 1969 when he and his
wife, Doreen joined the organisation.
This was the launchpad for an expansive
ministry that reached from Southern
Africa to neighbouring nations. Driven by
his singular passion for evangelism, Dr.
Khoza became an instrument for
significant change, overseeing the
successful planting of dozens of
churches. Crucially, his vision led to the
founding of the World Outreach Bible
School (WOBS) in 1981, an institution
that has since trained over 4,000 pastors.

Now that Dr. David has passed into the
great cloud of witnesses on 11
November 2025, we are compelled to
ask: what practical, lasting lessons can
we draw from his character and
leadership that will help us finish our
own race with equal grace and
effectiveness?

Character is Key to Finishing Well

The first lesson drawn from Dr. David's life is the importance of his character. From my
interactions with him and the testimonies of others, his personal and public persona were one
and the same: he simply followed Jesus. This point was beautifully illustrated earlier this year
when he expressed his concern to me that "the fear of the Lord is not there anymore" among
some young pastors. Serving God as Lord and Saviour was paramount to Dr. David. His
example shows us that if we want to finish our race well, we must first and foremost continue
to seek God and crown Jesus as Lord in our lives.

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Suffering and Risk: Honest Faith in a Real World y
Louise gently helps us untangle two ideas we often mix together: suffering and risk. “All
believers will experience some form of suffering,” she explains. “Scripture is clear about that.
Philippians 1:29 says we're not only given the privilege of believing in Christ, but also of
suffering for him.”

Risk sits under that larger umbrella. It is part of following Jesus, especially into unre?;crhed and
hostile places, but it is not the only expression of faithfulness. Drawing on resources like Anna
Hampton’s work on the theology of risk, Louise points to passages such as Philippians 2 and
Romans 16, where believers are described as risking and even staking their lives for the sake
of the gospel. “Risk is absolutely biblical,” she says. “But we’re only now learning to talk about
it clearly and wisely.”

Crucially, Louise reminds us that sometimes the most Spirit-led decision is to step away from
danger. “We've placed so much pressure on missionaries always to stay, always to push
further, that many feel guilty when they have to leave,” she says. “But the Bible also shows
people withdrawing from danger under God’s direction, e.g., Paul escaping in a basket, Joseph
fleeing with Mary and Jesus, Jesus himself saying, ‘My time has not yet come’ and moving
away from the crowd. Obedience can mean going in, and obedience can mean coming out.”
